3, Mtent mmber 2,395,863 covers a strip cipher device (M-138) which was used
to some extent but was not operationally important,

4. Appligetion serial mumber 478,193 (now patent mmber 2,552,548) discloses a
relsy-operated cirecuit for providing faesimile privasy by combining an intelligence
signal with a dunmy signal by so-galled Vernam addition, This deviee was never used
although Mr, Friedman feels that it provided the basis for much of the later work in
facsimile privasy,
